Impella® 2.5 System implant. Led 
by interventional cardiologists 
Arash Manzori, DO, FACC, and 
Tapan Jani, DO, on the Methodist 
Mansfield medical staff, our cardiac 
team implanted the catheter-based 
heart pump in August. Considered the 
smallest heart pump in the world, the 
ventricular implanted device provides 
temporary support for patients who are 
experiencing advanced cardiac failure 
while recovering from a heart attack.
